BRIEF PROFILE :

Rev. Fr. Aggrey was born September 23rd, 1960 at Funkoe near 

Takoradi. He attended Star of the Sea Cathedral basic school in 

Takoradi. He had secondary education at St. Teresa' Seminary, 

Amisano.

He was a Parishioner at Christ the King during the time of Rev. Frs. 

Amos Frerich and Wels (1976 - 1994).

In 1981 he joined the Christ the King Youth and became an active 

member of the Christ the King youth band THE CHALICE. He was also 

an active member of the Laity Council from 1983- 1985.

In 1986 he entered St. Peter's Major Seminary, Pedu in Cape Coast for 

his studies in philosophy and Theology. Having completed his studies 

in 1992, he was ordained to the Holy Priesthood on the 18th of July of 

the same year. He was assigned to St. Anthony's Parish for a year then 

transferred to Pope John's Secondary Minor Seminary as Seminary 

Prefect and Teacher.

He left for further studies at Fordham University in New York from 

1999 -2003 to pursue an M.A in Counseling and Spiritual Direction 

and M.Sc in Education. During the period of his studies, he worked as a 

Chaplain at Mercy Medical Center, Rockville Center, New York.

He returned to Ghana in 2003 and was assigned to Pope John's 

Secondary School as assistant headmaster( Academics and Seminary 

Prefect). In 2011 he left Pope John for a sabbatical and returned to 

Ghana in 2015.

While on sabbatical, he Studied CLINICAL PASTORAL EDUCATION at 

QUEENS HOSPITAL, QUEENS, NEW YORK. He is presently assigned to 

St. Paul's seminary, Sowutuom as a teacher and formator.
