PARISH REGISTRATION

RIGHT OF OPINION OF A CHILD
The Ghanaian system operates on the assumption that the 
adult is ALWAYS right. However, this position can 
potentially make a child timid and make him or her loose 
self  esteem. The Children's Act 1998 gives each child the 
right of  opinion.

 A child who is capable of  expressing him or her self  has the 
right to be listened to and considered when decisions will 
affect him or her. This is based on the age or maturity of  the 
child. The next time you want to buy a new bag for your 
daughter or enrol your 15 year old son in a new school, ask 
him or her what kind of  bag or school he or she wants!
