with THE SOCIAL BRIDGE

DO YOU HAVE THE RIGHT TO COMPEL THE
HEAD OF YOUR FAMILY TO ACCOUNT FOR
PROCEEDS OF FAMILY PROPERTY? PART ONE (1)
The head of family is the custodian of the family history
and family property such as family land, houses, livestock,
ornaments, etc. Thus the head of family is expected to
manage and administer family property for the benefits of
the entire family especially the disadvantaged members of
the family such as widows, orphans and the sick.

In modern times, it is a common place to hear stories of
family heads squandering common family properties for
their selfish personal benefits at the expense of other family
members.

The law empowers individual members of the family to
compel the head of family to account for family property in
his custody through using family grievance channels and
going to court.
