REGISTRATION OF COMPANIES   

The law requires every company owner to register  his or 
her company under the laws of  Ghana. The cost of  
registering a company is insignificant as compared to the 
many advantages. These include

a. The company's debts are separate from your personal 
debts. Thus your personal  belongings  cannot be seized  or 
sold  to defray  the debts  of  the company. This is called 
limited liability.
b. The company is treated as a natural person and as such 
can sue a person or a company and can also be sued.
c. The company has a right to own property in its name.
d. The company's accounts are taxed separate from its 
owner's personal accounts
e. The company exists beyond the lifetime of  the owners. 
This is known as perpetual existence.
